Ivermectin                           

The dose you need will be calculated 

based on your weight and may differ from 

other family members. 

                                               

                                                    

                 

Depending on your blood test results and 

other medical problems you may require 

1, 2 or 4 doses. Most people with 

strongyloides infection confirmed on a 

blood test will need to take two doses of 

the medicine 14 days apart. 
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The medicine should be taken with food.

If you vomit soon after you take the 

medication please tell your doctor as the 

dose may need to be repeated.
